process is finished.

How did you feel about their lack of support?

IAN STILLMAN

At the beginning I don't think the lawyers and other people took me seriously because they thought it
was such a straightforward case and that | would be acquitted, so I didn't go into great detail about
my difficulties with communication - they didn't want to hear my side of the story.
